SYNCHRONIZATION ERRORS



COMPLEXITY OF VEHICLE

· Jumpy part lines

· Too high/low for one or more parts to control or balance well

· Phrase length demands

· Dynamic demands sometimes leading to vocal overdrive

· Fast tempos with many words per measure

TENSION IN JAW AND/OR TONGUE

“BOUNCY” CHOREOGRAPHY

LACK OF ENERGY/INCONSISTENT BREATH PRESSURE

OVERSINGING (diminishes vocal flexibility)

UNLIKE MENTAL FOCUS

INCONSISTENT LISTENING AND TEAMWORK

STAGE FRIGHT

· Diminishes unit sensitivity and vocal control

· Diminishes visual/vocal congruity
