How to Do A PVI

PVI’s 

1. Using the personal evaluation sheet, evaluate the individual singer. (3 are scheduled during each class period.) 

2. Give directions for improvement. 

3. Guidelines: 

· Put the singer at ease before asking her to sing. 

· Keep the vocal exercises you use as easy as possible. 

· Use both your eyes and your ears to evaluate. 

· Keep your body language positive. 
· Ask for permission to touch the singer if you need to use that as a teaching tool. 

· Give the singers no more than two or three areas to work on. 

· Provide the singer with exercises, if appropriate, that will help her improve her areas of need (homework). 

· Provide closure to the PVI’s with a summary of the points covered and instructions for improvement.
