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SELF-EVALUATION

PREPARATION:

Gather your supplies – tape recorder, music, pencil, self-evaluation sheet, word sheet and find a quiet place.

Take a deep breath and say out loud, “I am a competent singer.  I am improving every day.  I am an important part of the chorus.  No one can replace ME!!”

Take 1:
Listen to your tape with your eyes closed.  Write down 3 things you did correctly…(such as:  got the pickup, made the key change, got really soft, carried the phrase to the end, etc.).
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Take 2: 
Listen to your tape while looking at the word sheet.  Underline the words or phrases that are incorrect.  If you aren’t sure, listen again.

Take 3:
Listen to your tape while looking at the music.  Do this even if you don’t read music.  You can tell if the notes are going up, going down, or staying the same.  Be sure your voice is going the direction of the notes.  If you hear something that doesn’t seem right, listen again until you have it figured out.  When you find a wrong note, circle the note on your music and the word on your word sheet.

Take 4:
Listen to your tape while watching the music for breath places.  There are 2 breath marks – one is a line for a breath and an NB for no breath.  Put a check mark if you didn’t breathe in the right place.  If you have a phrase that you can’t get through, plan a sneak breath.  Circle the note and the word you are leaving out.

Pat yourself on the back!!   Remember, you are a competent singer.  You are improving every day.  You are an important part of the chorus.
